B. Items for Action or Discussion
a. New Program Proposal: Certificate in Arts and Teaching

Halverson presenting. The undergraduate Certificate in Arts and Teaching is a 15-credit course sequence for students seeking to better understand the role of teaching and learning in arts practice but are not seeking teacher certification. There are two required courses. Students will also take courses in teaching and learning along with courses in the arts. 

Halverson presented certificate to the Art Department and has the Department’s support.

b. Madison College to UW-Madison Teacher Education Transfer Agreement

Klawitter and Wilkerson presenting the transfer agreement to APC for discussion. This transfer agreement seeks to build a pipeline from Madison Area Technical College (MATC) to the SoE’s teacher preparation programs. SoE hopes to diversify the student body and increase undergraduate enrollment. This agreement discusses admissions process, course transfers, and advising support. MATC, SoE, and UW-Madison campus are very excited to have this transfer agreement in place. 

Kelley thanked the group for their discussion and encouraged members to reach out to Klawitter, Wilkerson, or Gerloff for additional information or comments. 

c. New Program Proposal: MS in Sports Leadership

Miller presenting. The Department of Educational Leadership and Policy Analysis (ELPA) currently has a concentration in athletic administration in their Higher Education MS program. Based on student interest, ELPA is proposing a Master of Science in Sports Leadership (MSL.) The MSL is a 30-credit, fully online, 131 program that will prepare students to work across the spectrum of sports leadership and coaching. 

Mead commented that the Notice of Intent was supported by other UW System schools. Miller plans to reach out to Platteville and Whitewater to investigate opportunities for collaboration.
