Choy presenting. This course is cross-listed across departments and integrates movement, creating dance, and improvisation with history and music.

Schrage and Turner recommended including more detail in the absence policy to clarify the impact of 3-5 absences on overall grade. Revise the first course learning outcome to start with “articulate” to make the outcome measurable.

Bullock presenting. This course helps students develop an understanding of race, racism, and racialization and fills a gap in the curriculum. Bullock created the course to respond to an increase in independent study focused on theories and concepts related to race.

Shields presenting. The proposed changes were made to remove barriers for students in the Kinesiology BS. This proposal updates the admissions process from an application to a declaration and removes courses that slow students down (calculus and second physics requirement). The Exercise & Movement Science option will be discontinued consistent with prior discontinuations of the Athletic Training and Physical Education options. Students in the BS will still have the option to take the specialized coursework as electives.

Cadmus-Bertram and Trigsted presenting. The Department of Kinesiology is proposing new named options in their existing MS and PhD programs. Each named option represents curricula previously listed as an informal track under the parent MS and PhD programs. The Applied Exercise Option in the MS is unique in that it does not require a thesis project for students. These named options will ensure students can brand themselves more clearly in the job market. The named option structure will also make it easier for administrators, advisors, and students to keep track of progress towards degree via the Graduate Student Tracking System.

The committee discussed the low enrollment listed in various named options. Jach clarified that UW-System and UW-Madison consider enrollment at the degree level. 

The committee discussed the variance in the statistic course requirements across the named options. Cadmus-Bertram clarified that students work with their advisors to determine appropriate statistical training, the courses listed in the requirements are suggestions. 

Recommendations include; (1) fix typos across all named option plans, (2) include more detail in summary about how the program will use data to track and analyze student progress, (3) reconsider PLO “demonstrate understanding,” (4) discuss inclusivity in “Diversity and Inclusion” sections, (5) remove “this is a direct measure of assessment” in assessment plan summary, (6) remove mention of PhD in Kines MS: Motor Control and Behavior option, (7) reformat statistics courses to be part of the course table (not in the footnote), (8) state that each track is highly specialized and tailored to suit the needs of individual students, and (9) update requirements to reflect a “minimum number” of credits.

Wang made a motion to approve items E. f.-t. pending revisions. Hurbanis second.
