Nelson presenting. The SoE APC originally approved the Teaching Professor guidelines in May 2021, but the Dean’s Office made additional modifications to the description drafted by campus to clarify percentage of duties devoted to teaching.

a. Updated Teaching Professor Guidelines (handout, attached)


APC members discussed the specification of time spent teaching for Teaching Professors in the SoE (75%). Departments can request a variance for the other 25% of time, subject to the Dean’s approval. Members also discussed the definition of “courses” and “credits” and how these definitions  apply to different kinds of instructional roles in different departments. 

McCleary asked about the kind of feedback that was solicited during the revision process. Nelson explained that the revision was requested by a department chair to accommodate some of the responsibilities that current academic staff have.


Nelson offered to convene a subcommittee to make adjustments to language in the Teaching Professor Guidelines.

The Committee voted to table item B. a. Approved with one abstention.
