Nelson proposed that EdS be tabled for the October SoE Programs Committee Agenda. The proposal is going through the budget process which will take an extra month.

Nelson made a motion to table the Fast Track ELPA EdS proposal.

b. Program Change Proposal: GMIN279: Educational Policy Studies (Reduce number of allowable transfer credits from 6 to 3 due to overall reduction in required credits from 12 to 9) (Ghousseini, Wang)

Turner presenting. 

Ghousseini and Wang reviewing. No revisions or questions. 

Ghousseini made motion to approve, seconded by Wang.

c. [bookmark: _Hlk113362927][bookmark: _Hlk113363156]New Course Proposal: ED POL 112: Global Education through Film  (Ghousseini, Wang, Kelly)

Turner presenting. 

Ghousseini, Wang, and Kelly reviewing. Recommendations includes (1) correction of the word appointment with 3 p’s, (2) clarify if grading rubric is referring to participation, (3) clarify 3 options for final project – either state what the options are, or state that the information will be forthcoming with a specific date that the options will be communicated. (4) ask proposal to include language specifying that the course will specifically be offered in the summer, and (5) Committee will clarify with APIR if modality should be included as part of the course proposal.

Trezek made motion to approve, seconded by Ghousseini. 

Approved unanimously pending recommendations described above.

d. [bookmark: _Hlk113364104]New Course Proposal: ED POL 209: Introduction to Quantitative Methods in Education Policy (Ghousseini, Wang, Kelly)

Turner presenting. 

Ghousseini, Wang, and Kelly reviewing. Recommendations include (1) Remove participation rubric – not required since less than 10%, and otherwise language needs to be revised and returned to committee for approval, (2) remove list of similar courses and state no similar courses offered, and (3) remove repeatable class attribute.

Wang made motion to approve discussion, seconded by Ghousseini. 

Approved unanimously pending recommendations described above.

e. New Course Proposal: KINES 308: Biomechanics of Physical Activity (Trezek, Quintana)

Kuhrasch presenting. 

Trezek and Quintana reviewing. Recommendations include: (1) reword Course Learning Outcome 3, possibly using language from course goals, (2) add more detail on the kinds of quizzes required for the course, (3) add additional information about how students will access course readings, and (4) add clear language to explain how credit hours are met. 

Quintana made motion to approve, seconded by Trezek. 

Approved unanimously pending recommendations described above.

f. Course Change Proposal: RP & SE/CURRIC 365: Teaching Mathematics in Inclusive Settings (Update to 3 credits, instead of 4) (Quintana, Schrage)

Trezek presenting. 

Quintana and Schrage reviewing. Recommendations include: (1) clarify what arrangements can be made for late work, and how, (2) change attendance language to participation, and (3) consider using or pulling aspects of rubric for math content assignments used for Curric 319 and Curric 320. 

Schrage made motion to approve, seconded by Turner. 

Approved unanimously pending recommendations described above.
