the first term of student enrollment would be spring 2019 (1194).

Rationale and Justifications
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Why is the program being proposed? What is its purpose?

This request is made in light of August, 2018 changes to state level regulations (Pl 34) that
changed educator license options. Most recently, students who completed the Secondary
Mathematics Education named option were eligible for a license to teach mathematics in the
developmental levels of early adolescence through adolescence. In the current PI34, the new
Mathematics license will cover grades 4-12 which is a change from the previous certification
grade bands.

changed educator license options. Most recently, students who completed the Social Studies

Education named option were eligible for licenses in discrete social studies areas (e.g., History,

Psychology, Economics), depending on their undergraduate degree course of study. In the

current P134, discrete area licenses have been eliminated in favor of the broader “Social

Studies” license, which will allow recipients to be able to teach courses in any social studies

area.

The new Social Studies license will cover grades 4-12. Formerly, the discrete area licenses

covered grades 5-12.
